Welcome to the Family History of the Arnhoelter Family.

As you page through the this book, you will find that there is no straight line of Ancestory. When the
early settlers to Sheboygan Co., and Clark Co., arrived the area were very sparsly setteled. As you will
see families are intertwined and are impossible to seperate.

Our early ancestors immigrated to the United States because of the lack of freedoms in Germany and the
inability to own land. When they arrived in Sheboygan Co., they purchased small tracts of wooded land,
cleared it of trees and brush and started farming.

The Arnhoelters came to Wisconsin through Indiana. The sons and daughters of Johann Heinrich
(Henry) and Wihelmina (Mina) Winneke along with their father immigrated to the United States in the

mid 1800's. Johann Heinrich (Henry) Arnhoelter came to Sheboygan Co. Two of his daughters
remained in Indiana, settling in the Indianapolis area.

The rest of the family moved to Sheboygan Co. Eventually two of the brothers moved back to Indiana
and settled in the Indianapolis area, starting harness repair buisness'.

"Louise" Arnhoelter married Carl August Franz and settled in Clark County.

"Henriette Arnhoelter married George W. Schmitt of Sheboygan. Mr. Schmitt farmed and also operated
a buisness in Sheboygan. He was one of the areas prominent citizens.

Carl Friedrich stayed in the Sheboygan area.

August Franz was born January 25, 1822 in Saxony Weimar, Germany. After his confirmation, he
learned the barrel making trade. A business he continued after leaving Germany and coming to
Sheboygan County, Franklin, Wis. He married Louise Arnhoelter in the year of 1860. Five children
were born to this union. August Karl, Minnie, William, Henry dmdiise.

In the year of 1884, the Franz family arrived in Clark county, Warner Township. He bought land about
four and one half miles northwest of Greenwood, located near the German Reformed church, now called
Immanuel United Church of Christ, and became a farmer. He passed away May 8, 1896 at the age of

August K. Franz, oldest son of August and Louise Franz was born October 28th, 1861 in the Town of
Herman, Sheboygan County, Wisconsin. He spent his childhood and early youth in and about the Town
of Herman. In 1881 Mr. Franz came to Clark County. Two years later in the spring of 1883, he went
back to that town returning again to Clark County in the fall of that year and making his home here
since.

On January 8, 1891, he was united in marriage with Alvina Noah. They settled on their present farm
where he resided until death. Beside farming he did carpenter work until 1905. Mr. Franz has been
ailing for about a year and a half and passed away at his home on Monday afternoon, February 1, 1932.
He leaves to morn his death, his widow, five sons, Fred, Adolph, Otto and Harold of Sidney, Montana;
Calvin of the Town of Longwood and two daughters, Alma (Mrs. Otto Fravert), Town of Warner and
Leona at home and five grand children. Besides these he leaves to mourn two brothers and two sisters,
William, Henry, Mrs. Frank Able, Greenwood, Wis. and Mrs. John Kppenhan of Appleton. One sister
preceded him inleath.

Mr. Franz lived in this community for over 50 years. He was well known, enjoying a large circle of
friends andacquaintences.

Funeral services were held from the West Side Immanuel Reformed church at 2:00 o'clock Saturday
afternoon, Rev P. Franzmeier officating. The body was laid to rest in the WeSicdidgery.

Her husband
preceded her in death on February 1, 1932. Mrs. Franz was a member of the Ladies Aid and for many
terms supervised the cemetery work of the Ladies Aid. She was a kind and loving mother and devoted
to herhome.

Mrs. Franz lived a very active life but her health began to fail about a year ago and her condition became
worse after a severe fall last spring. She entered St. Joseph's Hospital Tuesday, January 17. She was
called to her eternal reward Saturday evening, January 21, 1939 at the age of 67 years, 1 month and 11
days.

She leaves to mourn her death five sons and two daughters; Calvin of Owen, Wis; Fred, Adolph, Otto
and Harold of Sidney, Mont; Alma (Mrs. Otto Fravert) and Leona (Mrs. Alvin Albert) of Greenwood,
Wis. She also leaves to mourn nine grandchildren and two brothers, August Noah of Greenwood and
Simon Noah of LoyalWils.

During the funeral service at the church the choir sang the songs, "Nac Der Heimath sueszer Stiller" and

Cilla Kippenhan speaking about "West of Greenwood, in Clark County, Wisconsin"

There wer only a few acres of cleared land when Dad and Mother Kippenhan came to live there. And
dad was constantly; always clearing from the forest. The large white pine logs, for which there was no
market, would be piled high and saturated with kerosene and burned. We enjoyed watching the flames
and sparks fly heavenward at night. The logs were green and burnedianeng

After dad had enough clearing to support some cows, sheep, hots, etc. he would go to work in the
logging camp during the winter, to be able to pay for the groceries during the year. Mother and the
children carried on the work at home. we often heard the wolves howl at night, and they came prowling
for our sheep. Mother and the boys would go out with a lantern and scare them away. As the years
went on, Dad, with the help of his family, was able to make a living ofathe

We had milk, butter, meat, eggs. we also grew grain, which daddy took to the mill to have ground into
flour. Thus came our bread. When dady went hunting we had partridge, grouse, rabbit and venison
(deer). Quite a variety. Then we picked wild strawberries, rasberries, blackberries, blueberries,
elderberries and Jone berries. Such desserts! We had beehives@oegur

We attended Kippenhan school, so named because daddy donated the land so we could have a school.
we attended there first through eighth grade and then, for some of us, on to high school. we also
attended Sunday School every Sunday till noon. We walked three miles to Sunday School and back
home Sunday noon. Every Saturday for two years, during the fall and winter months we attended
confirmation class. On Palm Sunday, at the end of the two years, we had our examination before the
church members, to prove we were ready for church membership. On Easter Slunday, we partook of the
Elements of Holy Communion, and were then admitted as membersabiutiah.

Our early religious experiences were reinforced by daily devotions led by our Father. On Sunday, if the
weather was inclement, Mother would have Sunday School with us homae.

Thus our childhood environment on the farm."

Christmas At the John Nicholas Kippenhan Home at Greenwood, Clark County, Wisconsin. (Cilla's
writing of a script for a tape Cilla, Lyd, and Emma (my mother) made. This script was found in Cilla's
papers by Jean Wicksberg Sommers, after Cilla passay.)

"Christmas always brought a feeling of exhilaration, anticipation, and excitement. It started with
December 6th, St. Nicholas Day, (Jean's insert: St. Nick's Day was Grandpa John's birthday. Mother
told me he was named Nicholas because he was born on December 6th), when we hung up our mittens
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and were told if we were GOOD we'd find a piece of candy in our mitten, which we did. From then on
everything revolved around beiOOD.

One day between St. Nicholas and Christmas, Dad and Mother drove seven miles with horse and sleigh
to Greenwood to do the Christmas shopping. Money was scarce, so they had to plan carefully to buy a
gift for each of us (all thirteen). When they came home only the groceries were unloaded before dark.
After we had gone to bed they secretly hid the gifts until Christmas eve. During that time Dad also went
to the woods and brought home a beautiful Evergreen - sometimes dragging it several miles. Mother
was busy after we had gone to bed baking cut out cookies which she frosted and decorated with colored
sugar - some to be used to decorate the Christmas tree. We, the kids, strung popcorn, which was later
used by Khris Kingle to trim theee.

Emma's narration for the tape, written by Cilla:

The day before Christmas we got up early and several of the older girls were assigned to bake loaves
and loaves of stolen. After a good hearty meal at noon, came bath time in a large galvanized wash tub
placed on the kitchen floor. The reservoir of the old kitchen stove was filled with mater and many

kettles on top of the stove were also filled to assure that there was enough hot water for all of the baths.
The little ones had their bath first, and then up the line until everybody had their bath. Emma’s Note:
There wasn't much time to soak and not much water to soak in. (Jean's Note: This is amusing, as after
we had an inside bathroom on our Spencer Road farm near Appleton, my Mother soaked and soaked, to
relax. Or she sat in front of the cook stove on a chair or in front of the furnace register on the living

room floor. She always was cold and ached a lot, with arthritis. It may have been a thyroid deficiency
too, as | have the same problemjdentified.)

Lyd's narrative, written by Cilla:

Later we had a hurried lunch, using some of the stolen, and then everybody scrambled into their Sunday
best to attend the Christmas eve program at church. Dad and the boys had prepared the sleigh box with
hay, hot bricks, and blankets, with two lanterns at the back. When we were ready to go, the horses with
their sleigh bells, were hitched to the sleigh and away we went. It was three miles to church. When we
arrived it was all lit up for the festivities and program in which we all had a part. There was a 20 foot
tree with decorations and candles, and packages piled under the tree for the children. Before the
program, four men with long poles came to the front and lit the candles. They also had four long poles
with wet clothes wrapped around the top to care for the candles and prévent a

The children's program was interspersed with the children and the congregation singing Christmas
Carols. The church was packed to the hilt with parents and with children too young to take part in the
program, sitting on their parents lap. After the program, every child received a brown paper bag with
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nuts, cookies, candy and an apple. As we left the church, our horses that had been blanketed and hitche:
to the post for about two hours, had frosted nostrils and were now raring to go home. After we reached
home, all the children went tmed.

Cilla's narrative again:

Mother and Dad and the older children decorated the tree and put the gifts under it. Then came the
surprises. In the early morning when we took our gifts to Mothers and Dad's bed they Ahh'd and Ohh'd
as though they had never sékam.

On Christmas morning Mother and Dad attended church. We, the children, stayed home and played
with the toys. At noon we served a scrumptious dinner, possibly venison, to about fifteen or more
people. After dinner the women did the dishes and the menhuating.

On December 26 we celebrated second Christmas Day. It was then that our neighbors, the Smazels,
would come to our house. The candles on the tree were lit and we and the Smazel children had a
program all our own by reciting the parts we had at the church and at the public school program. After
the program Mr. Smazel and Dad would play Schafskopf (Sheepshead cards, only done in Wisconsin,
and mostly by Germans) and Mrs. Smazel and mafilsér

We, the children, would play games. Later refreshments were served. Then at New Years, the
Kippenhan Family would visit the Smazels and the program would be repeated. The next year we
would reverse the dates. We were very good friends. I, Cilla, still correspond with Edna Smazel.

August A. Kippenhan (By Herb Kippenhan Jr.)

August was a great deal like his father John Kippenhan in appearance, although
smaller in stature.

He served in World War I, and was the victim of a gas attach by the German forces.

(Wickesberg) Sommers). He went to work for his brother Roland Kippenhan at
P.G. Miron Construction Company. He worked for the firm for many years as a
mason's laborer. He was probably seventy years of age whetirbd.

August wasn't a large man, perhaps 5'8" and 155 pounds. But he'd done very
physical labor his entire adult life, and he was extremely strong. To shake hands
with him made you feel that you'd grabbed a coil of spring steel wire.

"Miss Kippy" known for sprit of adventure, high ideals, profound caring, selfless
dedication.

"Sunburst was her heart, her soul, her life," says Rev. John McFadden of Appleton
First Congregational Church, who performed the funeral service for Cilla
Kippenhan. "She was the kind of woman" McFadden reflects "who we can
describe using the term 'saint; without feelgaif-conscious.
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Long time co-worker and friend Mary Ann Bolton agrees, "She was a wonderful
person, an absolutely outstandimgman.”

A graduate of Stevens Point Teacher's College, Cilla spent her first three years in
the classroom at Withee in Clark County. She traveled across the country to work
in Washington state for a year, then returned to the Midwest, where she tought
three years at Greenwodd/jsconsin.

Bolton says it was Cilla's sister Louise who talked her into coming to what was
then the Winnebago Indian School, "Blut she encouraged her not to stay", Bolton
recalls, because of the inherent financial hardships. Louise warned Cilla that she
might lose hepension.

However, the dedication that marked the life of Cilla Kippenhan was not
diminished by concerns of pensions - or any kind of finamaadiship.

Rev. McFadden explains, " Cilla tought in an era when to be a teacher at the
Winnebago School was to live on campus.” There were times, she told him, when
the whole staff went an entire year without being paid; room and board was their
only compensation.

Yet her accounts revealed a spirit of adventure in meeting the adversities of those
years. McFadden remembers her cheerfully describing a long period when mutton
from the federal government was the only available meat, although she admitted
that trying to creatively use it "wore a littllein."

Because of the respect and admiration she earned, her responsibilities often
included filling for the school founder Rev. Benjamin Stucki during his absence.
Files and personal recollections also credit her with serving as head matron and
director ofhousekeeping.

Bit it was as a teacher that she is most fondly remembered. Sande Sliwicki, a
former Winnebago Indian School student who no lives in Wausau, met "Miss
Kippy" in 1956. "She was very strict, demanding lady, but also very fair," Sliwicki
said.

A highlight in Silwicki's host of cherished memories about Miss Kippy involves a
question she once posed about personal appearance. "She always looked so nice,
her hair done, makeup and earrings," Siliwicki recalls. In childlike curiosity, |
looked up at her one day and asked, "Why do you always dress up?" Miss Kippy
responded, "Because child, if you ever introduce me to someone as your friend, |
want you to be proud ohe."

Cilla Kippenhan imparted her values through example. "What | admired and
appreciated most bout her was her commitment and dedication,” Sliwicki says.
"She was totally devoted to us. Totally"! "And she always expected us to do our
best," Sliwicki remembers, "even if it was moppinfijcar."

Sliwicki didn't forget Miss Kippy when she left Sunburst, and Miss Kippy didn't
forget her, either. Through the years, Miss Kippy stayed in touch with former
students by underwriting up to 50 monthly subscriptions for a devotional guide
called "The Upper Room". She continued the gifts until just four yago's

Miss Kippy always had encouragement to offer and praise to lavish on her former
students. When Sliwicki returned to college as a mother of three to finish her
degree, Miss Kippy bolstered her efforts by telling her "Iv'e bragged about you."
Sliwicki confirms, "She always took pride in nagcomplishments."

Miss Kippy's deep caring for her students continued long after they left Sunburst.
When Sliwicki's first husband committed suicide, Miss Kippy drove to Wausau to
be withher.

Sliwicki eventually remarried. She visted Miss Kippy in Appleton a few years ago,
taking along her family. "She made us a meal -- at age 92"! she exclaimed. At
home following the visit, Sliwicki was overcome by a profound sense of loneliness.
"Being in her home made me realize that that part of my life was a good part --
sanctuary, a home for me when my whole world had been torn apart. People at the
school gave up the promise of high-income careers for us. | called the moment |
ealked in the door to tell her how much she had meant to me throubjfie fy

"She was a role model to me when | had no one," Sliwicki continues. "She wiill
always be special tme."

Rev. McFadden confirmed that Sunburst remained the center Cilla Kippenhan's
life, even after her retirement. He knows, for example, that she took money out of
her own back account to help tide Sunburst over during some of its more difficult
times. "Even the most committed and dedicated among us can't conceive of whit it
means to completely give of yourself the way she did," McFaddgs.

Cilla Kippenhan will long be remembered for her selfless dedication, her high
ideals, her deep caring -- a legacy to all whose lives she touched, and an example
for those who continue to support and carry on important work of helping children
at Sunburst.
